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REMOVAL OF STOCK EXHAUST SYSTEM:

Put the vehicle onto a car lift.

1. Remove the exhaust system off the vehicle; check the Evolution exhaust system installation
manual for details.

2. Unscrew the marked bolts and remove the under-engine panel off the vehicle (F 01).

CAUTION make sure not to injure yourself or damage any part of the vehicle dunng this prooess'
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3. Support the front pipes, unscrew the rubber brackets off the chassis, unscrew the heat shields,
unscrew the front link pipes’ brackets, than unscrew all flanges’ nuts and carefully remove the
front pipes off the vehicle (F 02, 03, 04, 05, 06).

| CAUTION: support the front pipes during this process or you could injure yourself or
damage the vehicle!
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Remove the engine cover; check your vehicle workshop manual for details:

Audi RS Q8: (F 07).

Lamborghini URUS (F 08).

CAUTION: make sure not to injure yourself or damage any part of the vehicle during this process!
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5.  Unscrew and remove the windshield wipers and all windscreen trims; check your vehicle work-
shop manual for details (F 09, 10).

CAUTION: make sure not to injure yourself or damage any part of the vehicle during this process!
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In order to get access to chassis reinforcement and fire wall, unscrew and move out of the way
all components attached to them; check your vehicle workshop manual for details (F 11, 12,

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7. Unscrew all marked bolts and remove the chassis reinforcement; check your vehicle workshop
manual for details (F 21, 22, 23, 24).

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2. Carefully install the Akrapovi¢ down pipes into the engine compartment, correctly attach the
stock clamps and hand tighten them (F 35).
IMPORTANT: use new stock gaskets in turbochargers - down pipes joints.

IMPORTANT: hand tighten the clamps only; do not fully tighten them yet!
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3. Install lambda sensors and temperature sensors (for OPF/GPF vehicles only) into both down
pipes (F 36).

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4.  Transfer the rubber brackets from stock pipes, onto the Akrapovic link pipes, as shown (F 37,
38).

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5. Install the Akrapovic link pipes onto the vehicle and tighten them onto the down pipes, using
new gaskets from Akrapovi¢ installation kit and stock nuts (F 39, 40).

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6. Tighten the Akrapovi¢ link pipes onto the chassis, using stock runner brackets and brackets
with bolts and springs (F 41, 42).

Tighten the down pipes’ clamps, check the vehicle workshop manual for correct tightening
torque (F 43).

Reinstall all disassembled engine compartment parts in the reverse order; check your vehicle
workshop manual for details and correct tightening torques (F 44, 45, 46).

Install the rest of the exhaust system onto the vehicle; check the Evolution exhaust system
installation manual for details.

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FINAL INSTALLATION:

IMPORTANT: reinstall the dismounted or partially removed stock parts (wheel arches,
bumper etc.); check vehicle manufacturer manual for tightening torques.

IMPORTANT: make sure all the nuts and bolts are sufficiently tightened. In case the
exhaust system touches the cowling or other parts, repeat the adjustment of the exhaust
system or contact your authorized dealer.

IMPORTANT: clean all exhaust components before the first start of the engine or the
stains will burn onto the surfaces!

MAINTENANCE OF THE AKRAPOVIC EXHAUST SYSTEM:

1.

Clean the titanium exhaust components with a multi-purpose spray lubricant (WD-4O® or
equivalent)*, carbon fiber exhaust components with soft and dry cloth and stainless steel
components with soft cloth sprayed with contact cleaner, then wipe with soft and dry cloth. A
change in the color of the exhaust system is normal due to high temperatures.

Periodically make sure all the bolts and springs are sufficiently tight.
*WD-40% is a trademark of the WD-40 Company.

INSTALLATION TIP: IT IS NORMAL FOR WHITE SMOKE TO COME OUT OF THE MUFFLER
AT FIRST OPERATION.

CAUTION: DO NOT STAND BEHIND THE MUFFLER AT ANY TIME.

CAUTION: DO NOT USE AUTOMOTIVE WHEEL CLEANERS ORANY CLEANING PRODUCTS
